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Several weeks ago, I had the privilege of participating in the 
Evangelism Conference of the Alabama State Board of Missions. 
As I listened to the messages and participated in several break-
out sessions, I realized that I personally was not intentionally 
initiating conversations with the people that I came in contact 
with in a way that encourages them to look at their relationship 
with Christ.
Church family, imagine what God could do if every one of us had 
just one gospel conversation each week. Not a sermon, a de-
bate, or a pressured moment, but simply a conversation where 
Jesus is mentioned, hope is shared, or a seed of truth is planted.
We often think evangelism requires a special gift or a bold per-
sonality. But Scripture reminds us that God delights in using 
ordinary people who simply make themselves available. Paul 
said, “I planted, Apollos watered, but God gave the increase.” 
God never asked us to save anyone—He asked us to speak, love, 
and trust Him with the results.

When we keep ‘gospel conversations’ our focus, as Christian’s 
it keeps our hearts focused on the mission. When we look for 
opportunities, we start seeing people the way Jesus sees them. 
The more we speak about Christ, the more natural it becomes. 
It strengthens our church’s witness. A church full of everyday 
evangelists becomes a church full of new believers, restored 
families, and transformed lives. It honors Christ.
You might be surprised how simple it can be:
• Mentioning how God helped you through a situation
• Asking someone how you can pray for them
• Sharing a verse that encouraged you
• Talking about Sunday’s message
• Inviting someone to church
• Telling someone what Jesus means to you

You don’t need a script, just a willing heart. As we move closer 
to Easter, I remind you that during the coming weeks people are 
more open to the gospel than any other time of the year. Our fo-
cus for our church during these next few weeks is ‘Operation An-
drew’. If you are struggling with finding your ‘Simon’, start with 
focusing on having gospel conversations with people you come 
in contact with. 

Let’s commit together - one gospel conversation this week.
Ask God each morning, “Lord, give me someone to encourage 
today.” Then watch how He answers.
