Have you considered that the interruptions, disappointments, or dis-
ruptions to your daily schedule are often avenues for Divine Appoint-
ments? Youth Choir Tour this year reaffirmed that truth in dramatic
ways. There were several instances | could relate, but | will share only
one.

One of the ministry venues on our schedule was the Missouri Baptist
Children’s Home. We had sung there in years past and it was a mean-
ingful experience. This time when | called to possibly schedule our
group, the contact person told me they did not have many children
living on campus anymore. Their primary ministry was through a fos-
tering system sponsored by their office. Their role was more of an ad-
ministrative one with just a few families on campus. She stated, how-
ever, it would be an encouragement to the staff and families there and
to please come.

When we arrived, we learned that the few children on campus were
attending their last day of school, and it would only be the adult lead-
ership teams/administrators there for the program. At first this seemed
very disappointing. However, we presented an abbreviated program
in their chapel, sharing mainly our A Cappella pieces and features by
our string quartet, all of which worked wonderfully in this acoustically
live environment.

The students did an outstanding job! The director shared with me af-
terwards, with teary eyes, that this program meant so much to them.
In the last month they had lost a member of their staff who had a ter-
minalillness that was only diagnosed weeks prior. Also, within the last
month the president of the Missouri Baptist Children’s Home had been
killed in a tragic car accident. These were long-term members of their
staff and friends. The songs like “We Are Not Alone” and others really
ministered and encouraged this group of believers.

| firmly believe this was a Divine Appointment that God had in store for
us all along! There were otherinstances | could relate as well, but this
was just one affirmation of one of my favorite verses of Scripture.

Proverbs 3:5-6. Trust in the Lord with all your heart, lean not upon
your own understanding. In all your ways acknowledge Him and He
will direct your path.

When your circumstances seem haphazard, stressed, or disappoint-
ing, trust that God may have a purpose. What may seem like a mistake
in scheduling may be the very moment God has a bigger plan!
